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to campus buildings, classrooms and offices. Those who have not been vaccinated,
or who have been vaccinated but have not filled out the SU COVID-19 Information
Consent Form granting the University permission to verify their vaccination, will be
required to test twice weekly to maintain access. Exemptions to the vaccine mandate
will be made based on appropriate documentation. Information on exemptions to the
vaccination will be forthcoming.

Dr. Wight stated it is important to find the correct balance between preserving
individual rights with the mandate to carry out the institution’s mission statement of
providing a safe environment for the campus community.

Salisbury University (SU) prides itself on how well the institution has been able to
manage the pandemic so far. Dr. Wight is confident that opening the campus to full
capacity in the fall will be successful based on how well SU has consistently stayed
well below the number of cases in the local area. Several mandates will still remain
in place, such as periodic testing and face masks requirements. Visitors to campus
will still be screened, however the SU Health Team is reevaluating how to best
determine the safest strategies. It was noted that plans for the fall could be amended
if public health conditions mandate it, such as a resurgence in the virus or the number
of active cases increases.
